What is Title I?

« Title | Is the major component of the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act (ESEA) and the largest federal
assistance program for our nation’s schools.

. Trrll_ledgoal of Title | is a higher quality of education for every
child.

« The program serves millions of children in elementary and
secondary schools each year.




How Title | Works?

« Title | funding flows from the U.S. Department of Education
(as appropriated by Congress) to the Florida Department of
Education (FLDOE).

« The FDOE allocates funds to the District.

« The District identifies eligible schools and allocates Title |
funding to those schools based on the number of Children
from Low-Income Families (CLIF).

« Title | schools spend the funds allocated based on
formalized School Improvement Plans approved by District
and FLDOE.

e Our School implements a Targeted Assistance program.




Title | Funds Provide Supplemental
Support

Our School’s Title | funds provide the following supplemental support:
« Additional Personnel to support our students and teachers
« Additional classroom materials and equipment
« Technology
«  Supplemental computer programs: SmartyAnts and Achieve 3000
«  Supplemental curriculum
« Small group intervention
«  After school tutoring
« Additional Staff Development

Title | funds also provide for Parent-Family Engagement activities and trainings
throughout the year as well as:

«  Parent Workshops
