Used for English Language Arts (ELA)

Divided into ten 3-week units

Each unit has:



Benchmark Advanced
Unit Assessments, used for common
assessments, include 2 read-aloud texts
and measure understanding of specific
Florida benchmarks from that unit.

Question item types are multiple choice
questions with pictures.

Teacher reads-aloud a story and
students choose a picture answer
choice.



Phonics, phonological
awareness, and
decoding/encoding

Each lesson is broken down
into 2 days. We teach 2
lessons then assess on the
5th day of instruction.

30 mins of instruction each
day.

Fluency
Fluency checks are done every 3rd week.

Untimed -Letter sounds and irregular/sight words.

Will build throughout the year.  Adding simple 
sentences by 4th quarter.

Practice sheets are sent home.

Fluency Checks count as a quiz grade.
