The committee conducts research to establish schools with strong 

hospitality enrollment and influence in their community. Included are 

many schools they specifically paid visits to that are deemed to have 

strong hospitality studies programs. 

Eastside Culinary Institute is an American Culinary Federation (ACF) 

certified school, one of only four high schools in the state of Florida. 

Both instructors, Chef Billie DeNunzio and Chef Pam Bedford, are ACF 

certified chefs. 

The culinary program operates a catering program and works with 

many of the community events including the Gainesville Rotary Wild 

Game Feast and Seafood Fest, Stop Children’s Cancer and Night at the 

Big Apple. Sponsors and partners of the program include Embers Wood 

Grill, Gainesville Rotary Club, McDonald’s of Gainesville, Chef Brothers, 

and Gainesville Hospitality Council.  

Additional criteria for those selected for the Elite 50 included: an 

original recipe with photos or a restaurant management design; two 

essays from students on the topic, "Why I want to pursue a career in 

hospitality"; and video(s), brochure(s) and additional information about 

the school’s program. Further considerations were given to schools 

that operate a restaurant or offer catering service, etc. as part of 

culinary/hospitality training.

business. John has even involved other professionals to guide 

the competition teams.  

Coming several times a week before he goes to work at 

Catholic Charities, John spends an hour with our students, 

challenging them and interacting while teaching them what 

works and what does not for competition. He encourages all 

students and has introduced students to dining in the 

community. John has exposed students to experiences in 

dining; he has done this by taking teams of students that were 

unable to experience these restaurants to restaurants as field 

trips.
