Fluency

e Fluency is the ability to read a passage with accuracy, speed, and
expression.

e Fluency plays a significant role in reading comprehension as readers
are better able to understand the message conveyed rather than focus
on reading each individual word.

e C(old fluency readings will be given at the start and end of each
quarter.

e C(Cold and hot fluency readings will be given every month, with cold
reading starting the month rotation and hot readings ending them.

e The fluency passage can be found in the back of your child’s gold
folder.



SIPPS

e This year, we will be using the SIPPS (Systematic Instruction in Phonological
Awareness, Phonics, and Sight Words) program for reading instruction. Your child
will be in SIPPS Challenge Level, which teaches students how to read and spell
“long” polysyllabic words (words with many syllables) such as explorer,
independent, and powerfully.

e Practice is an important part of becoming a good reader. You can make a big
difference in your child’s progress by reading at home.

e The SIPPS skill will be posted on the newsletter each month as well as sample
words. Additional practice will come home as part of the home practice.

e SIPPS quizzes will be given approximately every 3 weeks. Check the
Newsletter for dates.



Math

e Math skills taught are based off of state standards using GO Math

curriculum.

e Math practice pages will go home each week for extra practice,
but do not need to be turned back in.

e Test will be at the end of the chapter or combined chapters. See
the monthly newsletter for specific test dates.



Assessments

e SIPPS quizzes will be given approximately every 3rd week.

e ELA Unit assessments will be given about every 3rd week.

e Writing grades are a component of each ELA Unit assessment and
will be taken from those tests.

e Math, Science, and Social Studies tests are based on state
standards learned.

e FAST testing for reading and math will happen periodically
throughout the year.

All ELA, Math, Science, and FAST test are computer based tests this year.




Third Grade is a BIG Deal!

Here’s what you need to know...

Third Grade is a mandatory retention year.
What does that mean? Under state law, any 3rd-grade
student who does not score above a Level 1 on FA.S.T. ELA
reading must be retained. However, they may meet criteria to
be promoted for good cause.

We are excited to be working as a team to support your student
through strategies to help meet promotion requirements.

Home Practice

Norton Elementary School’s new policy is that homework will
no longer be returned for a grade. However, we will be sending
practice assignments to do at home. These assignments will
give students additional practice at home for things they are
working on in school, but they will not be turned back in, and

no grade will be assigned to them.

What to look for ...

ELA - Home Practice packets will be sent home monthly. This
may include; comprehension passages, fluency passages, and
phonics practice. Additional resources will be available online.
If you have specific needs or requests for additional home
practice for your child, please reach out to their ELA teacher.

Math - Math Home Practice will be sent home each week and
will be additional pages from the math curriculum that your
child was working on that week.
