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scholarships’ criteria. Last year, The Education Foundation awarded $236,000 to 60 students through Senior
Scholarship. Thirty-nine local families, businesses and civic organizations have partnered with The Education
Foundation to make these scholarship opportunities possible. Students must complete one application to be
considered for the more than 50 scholarships that they may be eligible for. You can see a complete list of the
scholarship and additional information regarding documents seniors will need to submit with the application,
including letter/s of recommendation, full high school transcript, personal resume detailing academic and
extracurricular activities and additional documents some scholarships require eligible applicants to submit. The
portal for these scholarships is now open!
