Information from the FAFSA is often also used by colleges and universities to determine
eligibility for need and merit-based scholarships, and state financial aid money. If you would like assistance completing
a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) application online, then to attend the Career Discoveries Day
program at Buchholz High School on Saturday, November 16th from 10:30 a.m. until noon in the Buchholz High School
media center. To complete a FAFSA application, you need to bring the following information with you:

e Parent Information:

o Copy of parents’ 1040 tax form (from last Spring based on 2018 income).
o Estimate of how much money parents have in their bank account after the bills are paid each month (if they
have a bank account).
Investment information (if the parents have investments)
o Cell Phone (if the parent has one)

e Senior Information:
o Student social security number, date of birth, and email address.
o Copy of student’s 1040 tax form (from last Spring based on 2018 income), or W-2 form, if the student worked.
o Student driver’s license number.
o Cell phone (if the student has one).
